


DIESEL FREIGHT LOCOMOTIVES

FOR A MODERN RAILROAD

Lackawanna has added new modern freight
power. Eight Diesel freight locomotives have
recently been purchased for use in main line
freight service.

Four of the eight Diesel locomotives are of
4,050 horsepower, each of its three power units
having a capacity of 1,350 horsepower. The
others are of two power units design and have
a capacity of 2,700 horsepower. Four of these
locomotives will be used in road freight service
and four in helper service.

The road Diesel locomotive is 140 feet long,
15 feet high, and 9 feet, 10 inches wide, weight
fully loaded 692,200 pounds, and carries 3,600
gallons of fuel oil. The engine is geared to a
top speed of 65 miles per hour, and is operated
by the engineer from his place in the cab high
in the streamline nose of either end.

The new Lackawanna Diesels are designed
and built to move heavier trains over greater
distances in faster time than the powerful
“Pocono” type of locomotive. They are already
at work speeding wartime freight traffic be-
tween Eastern points and the West through
the time-saving Buffalo Gateway. And with the
restoration of peacetime economy new Diesel
locomotive power will enable Lackawanna to
better serve the shipper in the handling of
postwar freight.

Fifteen new air-conditioned passenger
coaches embodying all the latest re-
finements of the modern streamliner
are now tn service on Lackawanna
main line trains between New York
and Buffalo, Cleveland and Chicago.
