New Diesel-Electric locomotives now op-
erating in LACKAWANNA THROUGH
FREIGHT AND HELPER SERVICE have a
modern repair and service shop at Scranton, Pa.

At this service base have been constructed
five tracks equipped with platforms, pits, drop
tables, release tables, and other modern facili-
ties necessary for servicing and repairing loco-
motives. One service track is assigned for
refueling and sanding.

The shop is modern in every detail—a caustic
tank for cleaning of parts, an armature impreg-
nating unit, a bake oven, a cleaning booth and
a paint spraying booth, both of which are con-
nected to an exhaust which removes dust and
fumes from the shop. Extending the entire

omotive Shop

length of the building is a 35 ton crane with
50 foot span. A 2000 pound traveling bridge
crane is provided to permit engine assembling
in dust proof surroundings. Fluorescent and
incandescent lighting is used throughout.

Auxiliary facilities include lockers, wash-
rooms, oil pumps capable of pumping 300 gal-
lons per minute, storage tanks for 8000 gallons
of new lubricating oil and a tank of similar
capacity for storing drainage oil.
